	Maths:  What are the three steps to calculate the area of a trapezium?
	1. Add parallel sides

	Maths:   Simplify the following expression  
                5( x + 3 )  + 2x - 4
	Multiply out brackets first, then group like terms together           5x + 15 + 2x - 4 = 7x + 11

	Maths: In a right angled triangle the hypotenuse is 10 cm and one of the short sides is 4 cm. Use Pythagoras’ theorem to find the other short side.
	1. Square both given sides: 102 = 100, 42 = 16
2. Subtract:  100 - 16 = 84
3. Square root: √84 = 9.2cm (to 1 d.p.)

	Maths: If five numbers have a mean of 9, what is the total of those five numbers?
	Mean = Total divided by how many pieces of data. Therefore, work backwards (inverse) to find the total, so, 9 x 5 = 45

	Science: What is the word equation for photosynthesis?

	Science: What is the word equation for aerobic respiration?
	glucose + oxygen → carbon dioxide + water + energy

	Science: How do you calculate the relative formula mass of a compound?
	Add the relative atomic masses of each element together.  

	Science: What is an acid and what is an alkali?
	An acid donates hydrogen ions.  An alkali accepts hydrogen ions

	Science: How do you find the volume of an irregular shaped object?
	You fill a eureka can up to the outflow spout with water.  Lower the object slowly on a piece of string into the water.  Collect the displaced water in a measuring cylinder.  This is the volume of the object.

	Science: What are the three types of radioactive decay and how are they different?
	Alpha - 2 protons and 2 neutrons, 2+ charge, travels very short distance, highly ionising.

Beta - High energy electron, 1- charge, travels further than alpha, less ionising.

Gamma - Electromagnetic wave, 0 charge, travels 100s of metres.
