	A poem with only one stanza. 

	Maths: Find the value of 5y + 3w when y = 2   and  w = 38
	5 x 2 + 3 x 38 = 10 + 114 = 124

	Maths: [image: ]Find the size of angle x
	Angles on a straight line = 180°
180° - 102° = 78°
So, x = 78° (corresponding angles)

	Maths: A special edition packet of cereal contains an extra 30%. The special edition packet contains 546g. What does the normal packet contain?
	130% = 546g
10% = 42g
100% = 420g

	Maths: Mr Jenkins catches the 11:45 am bus from London to Glasgow. The distance between the two cities is 407 miles. The bus travels at an average speed of 55mph. What time should he arrive in Glasgow?
	Speed = Distance ÷ Time
Time = Distance ÷ Speed
Time = 407 ÷ 55 = 7.4 hours = 7 hours and 24 mins

	Maths: A sphere has a radius of 9mm. Find the surface area of the sphere.
	SA = 4𝜋r2
      = 4 x 𝜋 x 92 = 1017.9 cm2

	Science:  What are the 4 types of pathogen that can cause disease?
	Virus, bacteria, fungi and protist 

	Science: What pathogen is responsible for malaria?  What is the vector?
	Pathogen - Protist  Vector - mosquito 

	Science: What pH value would you expect a strong acid to have?
	pH 1-3 

	Science: What salt would be made with the following acids?
Hydrochloric?   Sulphuric?  Nitric?

	Hydrochloric - Chloride 
Sulphuric - Sulphate 
Nitric - Nitrate 

	Science:  On a distance vs. time graph - What would a horizontal line represent?
	The object is stationary

	The Renaissance

	History: What invention revolutionised education and anatomical understanding during the Renaissance?
	The printing press
